A reading from the second book of Chronicles.
All the heads of the priesthood, and the people 
too, added infidelity to infidelity, copying all the 
shameful practices of the nations and defiling 
the Temple that the Lord had consecrated for 
himself in Jerusalem.

speaks Cyrus king of Persia, “The Lord, the God 
of heaven, has given me all the kingdoms of the 
earth; he has ordered me to build him a Temple 
in Jerusalem, in Judah. Whoever there is among 
you of all his people, may his God be with him!

‘What will we do about the world and all its people?’ 
the Trinity said to one another. They had looked
