" oc“{? L of many ‘gatherings’. Matthew interprets Jesus’ arrival in

Galilee as fulfilment of the prophet Isaiah’s declaration that

a ‘great light’ would shine in the darkness. The reference to
‘Galilee of the Gentiles’ offers a clue as to who will be gathered and included
in Jesus’ mission. Fishing metaphors feature heavily throughout Matthew’s
{ Gospel. Jesus starts his ministry in the fishing village of Capernaum by
" gathering a crew of disciples — two sets of brothers, all fishermen. In terms

| of social status, fishermen were low down in the pecking order. Their

occupation was precarious at best, leaving them economically vulnerable,
and they had to pay taxes to the Roman Empire, which made them unpopular.
They might seem an unlikely choice for a Messiah starting his mission.
Simon (Peter) and Andrew are casting their net out when Jesus calls them,

A quipping ‘Follow me, and | will make you fish for people.” Similarly, James
/ and John abandon their net-mending ‘immediately’ to follow him. They are

‘all in’. The mission has momentum; these fisherfolk are needed as the sea
is ripe for fishing. Their task will be to draw others in, and the net will be
cast indiscriminately, far and wide. Later, Jesus will compare the kingdom
of heaven to a ‘dragnet’, catching fish of every kind (Mt 13:47).
