f] each other and shoving each other. He went over and stood

between them and said, “You can’t do this, you must sit down
and discuss it.” Jesus came to restore the broken relationships
that exist between us and God. He doesn’t reject us, or punish
us for our sinfulness; no, he restores our relationship with him
by calling us back to him again and again. This is the model
for our relationships with each other, and should be the model

| for our criminal justice system.
